4 Dog license renewal 1s done annually. A
(@) completed application and a copy of the
current rabies certificate must be
provided to the clerk for the new tag to
be issued. Costis $25 for male or
female dogs and $20 for spayed or
neutered dogs. By village ordinance, all dogs residing in
the village must be licensed. After March 31, a $20 late
fee 1s collected. Do not delay, license your dog

RESOLUTION 2020-01
Establishing 2020 Sewer Rates

WHEREAS, the Village of Dane Water & Sewer Commission has reviewed sewer rates and are
recommending an increase in sewer rates for 2020; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Dane pays quarterly fees to the Madison Metropolitan Sewerage District,
where the village sends all sewage; and

WHEREAS, with historical data showing a steady increase in all expenses; and
WHEREAS, the Village of Dane has not increased the sewer rate since January 1, 2017; and

WHEREAS, the village continuously reviews the rates to ensure enough revenue is generated to pay
all expenses and save for future capital improvements; and

WHEREAS, the Water and Sewer Commission unanimously voted on Monday, December 2, 2019 to
raise the sewer usage and flat base fee by seven percent (7%) effect February 1, 2020; and

WHEREAS, the average home which uses 4,000 gallons of water per month will see an increase in
sewer fees of approximately $36.00 per year; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED the Village of Dane Board of Trustees hereby authorize an
increase of seven percent (7%) in the sewer usage and base fee and establishes the rates below
effective February 1, 2020:

Monthly Service Charge: Sewer

5/8 & 3/4 - inch meter $17.70 3 - inch meter $83.56
1 - inch meter $27.39 4 - inch meter $128.49
1 1/4 - inch meter $32.80 6 - inch meter $240.80
1 1/2 - inch meter $38.63 8 - inch meter $375.56
2 - inch meter $52.11 10 - inch meter $555.28
12 - inch meter $734.96

Plus, Volume Charge:
For each 1,000 gallons domestic strength sewage discharged to the sanitary sewer system —
$7.09 per one thousand galions.
